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MEET A POLAR EXPLORER AND HUSKY DURING

 ‘FAMILY FUN NEW YEAR’S EVE’ AT HYLAND


Polar explorers, tram rides and sledding are just part of the fun at “Family Fun New Year’s Eve” 5-9 p.m., Friday, Dec. 31, at Hyland Lake Park Reserve in Bloomington.


Celebrate the New Year with tram rides on lantern-lit trails, cross-country skiing on lighted trails, sledding on a lighted hill, storytelling by bonfire, games, movies, crafts and live raptors.  During a special program,  “Go North!” from 6-9 p.m., make a craft, hear stories of arctic exploration, meet a husky and find out how you can join Team Arctic Transect on an interactive journey to explore the majestic land of Alaska.   


Team Arctic Transect is made up of six educators, scientists, explorers and 27 Polar Huskies.  The team is set to begin a 700-mile trek through the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge in February 2005.  They will use advanced curricular and teaching approaches to engage millions of teachers and students throughout the world using the internet.  The Online Classroom Dogsled Expedition, developed in part with the University of Minnesota, makes it possible for students to experience real-time adventure learning and research. Hyland Lake Visitor Center is located at 10145 Bush Lake Road.  From the west, take I- 494 east, go south on Highway 169.  Go left (east) on Highwood Drive. Go two miles then turn right (south) on East Bush Lake Road, and follow signs to the centers.  From the east, take I-494 west to France Avenue.  Go south on France Avenue to West 84th Street.  Turn right onto West 84th Street.  Follow 84th until it becomes East Bush Lake Road.  Continue on East Bush Lake Road to the entrance of Richardson Nature Center or further to Hyland Visitor Center. 
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
